This diamond jubilee season will feature two full-length favorites, The Brown-Forman Nutcracker and a sparkling 60th Anniversary mixed repertory program. Founded in 1952, the Louisville Ballet serves as the State Ballet of Kentucky.  The Company’s varied repertoire includes over 150 works by choreographers such as Marius Petipa, George Balanchine, Choo-San Goh, Paul Taylor, Val Caniparoli, and Twyla Tharp.  Since joining the Louisville Ballet in 2002, Artistic Director Bruce Simpson has ushered fourteen world premieres and twenty-eight Company premieres into the extensive repertoire of both classical and contemporary works.   The Louisville Ballet has a tradition of supporting emerging choreographers.  The Company has commissioned works from some of the dance world’s brightest stars including Adam Hougland, Amy Seiwert, and Helen Pickett.
